FISH RACE 
Spearfi sh, S.D. – Last August there was 
something “fi shy” going on in South 
Dakota. To raise funds for the High 
Plains Western Heritage Center and 
the Spearfi sh Visitors and Convention Bureau (VCB), the Bureau, in conjunction 
with KEVN Fox 7 in Rapid City, held The Second Annual Big Fish Race. 

In this creative twist on a traditional duck race, the VCB sold “fi sh” 
sponsorships, giving participants the chance to take home a $50,000 prize, 
which would be split 50/50 with the VCB and paid for by Odds On Promotions, 
Hole in One International’s sister company.
